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Why does Budo have a national flag or symbol mark on the left chest or shoulder of its uniform?
For Samurai, the most important thing is the left!

Left upper: In traditional Japanese etiquette, from the perspective of the person sitting, the left
side is the upper seat (kamiza) and the right side is the lower seat (shimoza).

The Emperor faces south: When sitting facing south, the sun rises from the left (east) and sets to
the right (west). The left is upper, and the Minister of the Left is higher than the Minister of the
Right.
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
