Overview of the Kenpo-kai Dan Examination Regulations

Article 1: Kenpo-kai Dan Examination Regulations

The Kenpo-kai Dan Examination Regulations (hereafter referred to as the
"Regulations") are determined by the Examination Committee (hereafter referred to as
the "Committee"), which is composed of Examiners as prescribed in Article 3, Paragraph
4 of the Kenpo-kai Regulations (revised on April 26, 1981).

Article 2: Certification of Examiners

The examiners are called Examiners, and the certification of Examiners is determined
by the Committee as prescribed in the "Promotion (Class) Examination" section of the
Kenpo-kai Regulations (revised on April 26, 1981). As for qualifications, according to the
Division Regulations (revised on July 1, 1990), examinations for 2nd dan and above are
conducted by Examiners of 5th dan and above who are certified by the Committee and
appointed by the Chief Examiner. Examinations for 1st kyu to 1st dan are conducted by
Examiners of 3rd dan and above who are certified by the Committee and appointed by
the Chief Examiner. The Chief Examiner is the person who is the highest rank and is

recognized by the committee.

Article 3: Purpose of the Examination

The purpose of the examination is to comply with and achieve the All Japan Kenpo
Association Headquarters Official Rank (Kyu) Examination (revised on November 10,
1983).

Article 4: Examination Implementation Method

The examination implementation method is as follows: "In areas with 3rd dan or higher,
examinations will be conducted in each area for those up to 1st dan, and the relevant
examination committee will certify and register them. In addition, approval will be
obtained from the examiners in other areas in order to improve technique and morality."
This will be observed. In principle, examination qualifications will be open to those two

dan lower.



Article 5: Examination Method

The examination method is based on merit, experience, age, essay, written test, and
practical skills, and will be scored and approved using a score sheet determined by the
committee. Practical skills include kata,Tameshiwari, Goshin jyutsu, Kihondosa, Iai Do,
Jyoho, Randori, etc., as determined by the committee. There are also methods such as
point-adding, knockout, and visual judgment, and the chief examiner must announce

the judging method well in advance.

Article 6: Scoring

The judging committee will use the scoring sheet stipulated in Article 5 of the All Japan
Kenpo Kai Headquarters Official Rank (Class) Examination as stipulated in Article 2 to
score the judging. In addition, for older members, the same examination as stipulated in

Article 5 will be conducted and the judging will be carried out.

Article 7: Age

As determined by the Budo Association (hereafter referred to as the Association). In
addition, as encouraged by the Association, the highest rank will be 8th dan in
principle.

As a rule, ranks are promoted one by one. However, for those with special circumstances,
it may be permitted to skip one rank and be promoted. In this case, the training period
will be the combined number of years required for both ranks to be promoted, based on
the person's performance.

The period for promotion based on merit is as follows:

Ranks: 1st Dan, 2nd Dan, 3rd Dan, 4th Dan, 5th Dan, 6th Dan, 7th Dan

For 8th Dan, approval is based on achievements such as presenting papers at academic

conferences, giving poster presentations, giving talks, and lecturing at top universities.
